INTERESTING INFORMATION FROM THE AMA: 
HOV LANES                  (Wayne Gargus) 

Recently a lady member of the AMA from Staten Island, New York was ticketed for riding her motorcycle 

on the Brooklyn-Queens Expressway in the HOV lane on her way to work.  Federal Law gives 

motorcyclists the right to ride an HOV lane thanks to the AMA and other groups.  That Federal Law is 

Title 23, Section 166 (23USC166).  You might want to copy this and keep it in your M/C.  Motorcyclist 

across the country occasionally receive a citation in this manner, but most cases are dismissed once the 

Judge becomes aware of the above Federal Law.

efforts to get the ticket dismissed with assistance of the AMA.  The points on her driving record required

Her next step was to appeal to the NY Dept. of Motor Vehicles Appeals Board, and she won.  The board 

reversed her HOV-lane violation and removed it from her record.  However, it took over 1 ½ years to get 

to this point and there was no mention of a refund of any of her expenses incurred.  In spite of her 

winning the appeal, and after reviewing her case before the NY City DOT, the NYC Transportation Dept. 

refused to change its rules to comply with the Federal Law.  The city said the decision was based on 

opposition by the NY City PD.  In part, Motorcycles are too difficult to catch and stop.  The AMA
